Elements of Art

Color:

e Name and locate primary and secondary colors in works of art
and their environment.

Mix primary colors to create secondary colors.

Mix tints and shades of primary colors.

Create artwork using these colors.

Line:

e Review lines by naming and locating straight/curved,
long/short, thick/thin, zigzag lines in artwork and their
environment.

e Review and locate directional lines (horizontal, vertical, and
diagonal) seen in artwork and the environment.

e Create artwork using lines.

Shape:

e Name and locate geometric shapes (circle, square, triangle,
rectangle) in artwork and their environment.

e Name and locate freeform shapes in artwork and their
environment.

e Name and locate touching and overlapping shapes in artwork
and their environment.

e Create artwork using these shapes.

Space:

e Review spatial locations: up/down, near/far, over/under
(above/below), big/small, by locating, naming, and creating in
artwork.

Texture:

e Describe textures of objects (soft/hard, rough/smooth,
bumpy/sharp, prickly, furry, scratchy).

e Name and locate textures in artwork and the environment.

e Create artwork using textures.

* Create artwork representing visual and tactile textures.

Principles of Design

Variety:

e Locate and discuss the Elements of Art used to create variation
in artwork and their environment.

e Create artwork demonstrating variation.

Emphasis:
e Name and locate emphasis in artwork and the environment.

Repetition:

e Name and locate repetition (pattern) in artwork and the
environment.

e Create artwork demonstrating pattern.
