Intermediate – High 
 
LWDAT understand main ideas 
of descriptive and narrative 
texts spoken by a native 
speaker. 
 
LWDAT sustain understanding 
over longer stretches of 
connected discourse on a 
number of topics pertaining to 
different times and places. 
 
LWDAT use clues such as 
context body language and 
structural cues to understand 
messages that contain both raw 
and familiar material. 
 

Intermediate – Mid 
 
LWDAT:  Achieve the 
following objectives: 
 
Control the sound system of 
the language with increasing 
facility until s/he can be 
understood by a speaker 
accustomed to dealing with 
foreigners. 
 
Willing to attempt to 
communicate even with much 
inaccuracy if the alternative is 
no communication at all. 
 
LWDAT:  Formulate simple 
sentences, questions, and 
commands using learned 
material. 
 
LWDAT:  Use strategies to 
manage conversations with 
fluent speakers in order to 
ensure that messages are 
comprehensible, i.e., speak 
more slowly, repeat, rephrase.
