Wayne Richard Stickley, the son of Ross and Virginia Stickley of Northfield, was killed at age sixteen in Northfield, Minnesota during a robbery at the gasoline station where he worked on August 10, 1976.  Wayne would have been a member of the Northfield High School graduating class of 1977.  Jennifer, a granddaughter of Ross and Virginia, lost her life in a fire at her home on July 4, 1996.  Jennifer was a 1996 graduate of Northfield High School.


A Scholarship Fund dedicated to their memory has been established by Ross and Virginia at the Minnesota Community Foundation in St. Paul, Minnesota.  Proceeds from this Fund are available as college scholarships for Northfield High School graduates who have applied, been accepted, and matriculated at a public (state supported) college or university in Minnesota or in an adjoining state.  The priority of scholarship awards will be in accordance with the following major areas of study:



a.  Music (Instrumental or Vocal)


b.  Engineering (e.g., Electrical, Mechanical, Civil Aerospace)



c.  Pre-architecture or Pre-veterinary Medicine



d.  Mathematics, Chemistry, or Physics

An applicant who has been accepted for study at Iowa State University, Ames, Iowa, will have priority in scholarships awards over students applying and accepted at other post-secondary educational institutions.

Scholarships will be granted for study in the first four years of the recipient’s post-secondary education.  Awards are for $4,000.00 payable over four years in annual installments of $1000.  To qualify for renewed annual support, the award recipient must maintain a “B” (3.0 on a 4.0 scale) or above grade-point-average and continue in the same major course of study in the same educational institution as originally enrolled.  If the recipient fails to meet the renewal criteria as stated, the recipient shall be disqualified for all future scholarship distributions.

Initial scholarship shall be for $4000 distributed annually in $1000 increments as stated.  However, scholarship amounts may be changed in future years since all scholarships are contingent upon the availability of investment return from the Scholarship Trust Fund established for this purpose at the Minnesota Community Foundation, St. Paul, Minnesota.
